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REPUBLIK INDONESIA

IMPLEMENTING ARRANGEMENT
OF
THE MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING BETWEEN
THE GOVERNMENT OF THE REPUBLIC OF INDONESIA AND
THE GOVERNMENT OF THE STATE OF PALESTINE
ON TRADE FACILITATION FOR CERTAIN PRODUCTS
ORIGINATING FROM PALESTINIAN TERRITORIES

The Government of the Republic of Indonesia (“Indonesia”) and the
Government of the State of Palestine (“Palestine”) (“hereinafter individually
referred to as “a Party” and collectively as “the Parties”),

REFERRING TO the Memorandurn of Understanding between the Government
of the Republic of Indonesia and the Government of the State of Palestine on
Trade Facilitation for Certain Products Originating from Palestinian Territories
signed in Buenos Aires, Argentina on 12" December, 2017,

PURSUANT TO the prevailing laws and regulations in their respective
countries.

HAVE REACHED the following arrangement:

ARTICLE 1
DEFINITIONS

For the purpose of this Implementing Arrangement, the term:

a. “Tariffs" means import duties stipulated in the national tariff schedule of
Indonesia.

b. “Products” means products which are wholly obtained/produced or being
manufactured, even if it is intended for later use in another manufacturing
operation.




ARTICLE 2
ELIMINATION OF TARIFFS
Indonesia shall eliminate its tariffs for the products as specified in Annex | of this
Implementing Arrangement.

ARTICLE 3 -
RULES OF ORIGIN
Rules of Origin, as stipulated in Annex Il shall be applicable to the products
covered under Annex | to qualify for tariffs elimination.

ARTICLE 4
STANDARDS, TECHNICAL REGULATIONS, CONFORMITY ASSESSMENT
PROCEDURES (STRACAP) AND SANITARY OR PHYTOSANITARY (SPS)
MEASURES
For the utilization of tariffs elimination as provided in Article 2, the products as
stipulated in Annex | of this Implementing Arrangement shall be consistent with
STRACAP and SPS measures applied in Indonesia.

ARTICLE 5

ANNEXES
The Annexes to this Implementing Arrangement shall constitute as an integral
part of this Implementing Arrangement.

ARTICLE 6
CONTACT POINTS
1. Each Party shall designate a contact point to facilitate communication
including consultation between the Parties on any matter relating to this
Implementing Arrangement, as the following:

- Directorate of Bilateral Trade Negotiations, Directorate General of
International Trade Negotiations, Ministry of Trade of the Republic of
Indonesia;

- Directorate General of Trade, Ministry of National Economy, State of
Palestine;

A Party shall promptly notify the other Party of any amendment to the
details of its contact point.
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
